A resident on Bellemeade Road
suggested we look into establishing a block
watch. In response, we investigated the
Neighborhood Watch program of the Metro Police.

Neighborhood Watch is a simple concept of neighborhood 
awareness and a willingness to report strangers acting suspiciously. 
It is neighbors watching out for neighbors. At no time should anyone 
personally confront a burglar: call 911 to report and let the police 
handle it. Bellemeade also posts suspicious activity and safety  
information on its various social media pages.

We have reorganized the Neighborhood Watch several times. This is
necessary as some people move away and others move in. We have
a need for block captains on all our streets. It is a constant effort to 
recruit block captains and keep everyone aware. My sincere thanks 
to Commissioner John Miller and all the block captains for 
volunteering their services to Bellemeade and keeping our city safer.
